Strategic commitment to the use of eco-efficient fuels

In line with its commitment to the environment, enshrined in
the Green Course motto, Balearia's fleet strategy is based on
eco-efficient ships that pioneer sustainable mobility at sea,
while at the same time working on projects linked to the ener-
gies of the future with a view to the goal of zero emissions by

2050.

Dual gas engines

The company has dual-en-
gined ships, a versatile tech-
nology that allows it to salil
with different fuels. These
vessels, as well as sailing with
fuel oil, can be propelled by
natural gas, an energy that
Balearia considers to be a
transitional energy —asitis the
Ccleanest and most mature
that currently exists—. Thanks
to the technology incorporat-
ed in these ships, Balearia is
prepared to sail into the future
with renewable CO2-neutral
energy sources, as these en-
gines are able to consume
100% biomethane, as well as
green hydrogen mixtures of
up to 25%. Balearia is involved
in several projects linked to
these fuels, which are con-

sidered to be the energies of
the future, although the tech-
nology is currently unfeasible
due to cost and availability.

Electric power

Balearia has two electric pro-
pulsion ships. The Rusadir,
which also operates on natu-
ral gas, and the Cap de Bar-
baria, with zero emissions
during stops and approaches
to the port, which operates
between Ibiza-Formentera
and could become an exper-
imental laboratory for the use
of green hydrogen.

Green Marine Europe

In 2023, Balearia became the
first Spanish shipping com-
pany to obtain the prestigious

ecological certification Green
Marine Europe.

European projects

Balearia is participating in 9
projects with the support of
the European Union aimed
at promoting the transition
to clean energies, improving
digital connectivity, and mod-
ernizing infrastructure.

Sustainability initiatives

Saving the planetisone ofthe
values the shipping company
observes in everything it does.
In this way, it implements the
circular economy, converting
plastic packaging into fur-
niture for boats, and partici-
pates in sustainable financing
and carbon offsetting proj-
ects.

The digital transformation of Balearia puts technology at the
service of the clients through smart ships and future smart ter-
minals, which allow for a safer, more comfortable and more
entertaining journey. And on the other hand, it is focused on
improving the efficiency of the company's processes and op-
timizing its resources, with the goal of becoming a data-driv-
en company, in the medium term, in other words, a company
that is guided by data when making decisions.

Fleet Control Tower

This tool monitors different
fleet data in real time (loca-
tion, punctuality, speeds, etc.),
and also include data from
ships with sensors (fuel con-
sumption, the emissions gen-
erated, etc). The information
collected is analysed to im-
prove ship operations, control
engine parameters, etc.

The most digital journey

Balearia has smart ship of-
fering passengers services
such as an on-line audiovi-
sual content platform, Inter-
net, use of QR technology to
enter accommodation areas
and other additional services,

pet video surveillance, free
WhatsApp coverage, online
ordering from the cafeteria...

It also has Smart B, a web por-
tal that acts as a pro-active
travel assistant, and a chat-
bot hat provides customers
with relevant information and
guides them through their
queries.

Digital cargo model
Balearia has digitized the en-
tire goods transport cycle to
streamline port operations
and allow customers to better
plan their logistics.
